About the Prelude
One of Bach's many duties as cantor of St. Thomas Church in Leipzig was to compose a cantata for 
each week of the church year. Cantata #82, "Ich habe genug," is perhaps his best known cantata 
for solo voice. The text of the first movement is based on the Song of Simeon found in Luke 22:29-
32: "Lord, now lettest thou thy servant depart in peace, according to thy word: For mine eyes have 
seen thy salvation." The entire work expresses a joyful anticipation of death as a release from the 
trials of this world into the tranquility of the next.
