IN PREPARATION FOR WORSHIP

The Maundy Thursday order is adapted from an ancient, solemn service observed on Thursday of
Holy Week. As you enter silently you are encouraged to meditate upon the fact that it was on this
night that the twelve disciples were with Jesus for the last time, and that he stood in the shadow of the
cross. The gradual extinguishing of the candles symbolizes the shadows that fell across his final night,
commemorating the flight of the disciples, and the approaching of the dark hate within Jesus’ enemies.
